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Booster Minutes 11.17.10

1. In attendance: Denise Hooker, Bill Hub, Cora Kilcoyne, Mike Iratcabal, Byron Gehring,  Jane Rubsamen, Shelly Wright, Shawn Comstock, Stacey Cooper, Brenda Hedden, Jan Groff, Carolyn Smith, Kathie Goldberg
2. Approval of Oct. 20 Meeting Minutes
a. Carolyn Smith motioned for approval, Bill Hub seconded.
3. Financial Report: Bill Hub

a. Fall concession sales ended the season above budget, bringing in a net of $2339.  Merchandise and Membership each had slight gains. 

b. Much of the leftover food was returned, although much of the candy and drinks were kept to stock the winter concessions stand.  There are about 60 burgers and 40 hot dogs left.  Jan Groff’s food class will purchase them from Boosters to use as part of the Highlander Grill

4. Membership and Merchandise: Kathie Goldberg  
a. Memberships are continuing but are still lower than last year. Stacey has proposed to buy some part of our shirt inventory at or close to our cost and will use them as incentives/prizes/etc.  This was thought to be a good idea and Kathie will follow through with Stacey.
5. State Registration for Boosters: Kathie Goldberg

a. Natalie Tiras facilitated the filing of the appropriate forms with the state.  Kathie will provide copies of the form to Nancy to keep with the secretary’s minutes.  The state fee was $25.
6. Principal’s Report: Stacey Cooper
a. There are 354 enrollments in honors classes – 138 of those are pre-IB and 202 are AP.
b. IHS has 345 students, 21 of which are not Incline residents: 4 are in-state but out of district, 14 are out-of-state, and 3 are in-district variances.

c. 216 students had a 3.0 or higher GPA in the first quarter.

d. At the Student Awards Assembly held in November, awards were given to recognize grades, citizenship, and attendance.  Each department recognized a boy and a girl in each grade and a Principal’s award was given as well.
e. After-school Study Club has started with assistance in all content areas.  The club meets Monday, Tuesday, Thursday from 2:15-4:15pm.  After break, Saturday school will be offered as well.
7. Vice Principal’s Report: Brenda Hedden: Assessment, Discipline and Attendance

a. Proficiency tests are ongoing (finishing 11/19/10) and are proceeding smoothly.

i. Due to increased enrollment, the state had not provided enough test materials but Reno High was able to provide extra books.

ii. The next session is in March.

iii. The kids seem to be well prepared and we have experienced close to 100% attendance.

b. Attendance issues – really only 3 or 4 students are having problems and they are being dealt with.

c. Discipline issues – IHS does not have a big issue but the problems do come in waves.  Currently the theft level is rising.

i. Brenda is working towards having a Discipline Plan reviewed and approved so consistent, documented consequences are possible.

d. Awards assembly – held on Friday 11/12/10.  The goal is to recognize as many students as possible.  The plan is to hold one of these assemblies each quarter.  The first and third quarters will be for students only.  Parents will be invited to the assemblies held during the second and fourth quarters.

8. Athletic Director’s Report: Jan Groff 
a. Brian Broaddus has provided the invoice for new basketball uniforms.  In addition, he has indicated that all equipment (balls, bags, etc.) appear to have been given to last year’s varsity team so he is starting from scratch.  It was recommended that Jan use money from her Athletics budget to help him with the shortfall.  He also requested money to help with transportation to the games in Quincy.  It was pointed out the transportation costs do not fall within the Boosters mission of helping more than one student for more than one year.  It was also pointed out that the Cheerleaders’ use of our donation to pay for the transportation (discussed in October) was actually inappropriate as well for the same reason.  
b. Bill Hub will write a check for $1500 to pay our portion of the AirCAT ball machine (approved in October).
c. Jan will follow through with Mike Evans about the football budget.
9. Spring Concessions: Kathie Goldberg

a. Shelly Wright has indicated that she believes we are well stocked to get the first several home games started.

b. Dave and Debi Cuttler have volunteered to co-chair if someone with more expertise works with them as they are new to IHS.  Shelly Wright volunteered to work with them.

10. Crab Feed Report: Nancy Porten (submitted)
a. Heidi Breider and Nancy Porten will co-chair.  Nancy will handle the auction and Heidi will handle everything else.

b. All department heads are in place.

c. Additional volunteers will be requested when we get closer to the event.

d. 3 banners will be made – one for IHS, and 2 for the community (Raley’s and Village Center) – and hung in January.

e. The Bonanza was sent a save-the-date.

f. The contract with Purplewave has been executed and returned.

g. The theme will be Wild West

i. Logo will be modified with a cowboy hat.

ii. Western decorations as well as the crabs we already use.

iii. Senior servers will wear bandanas and cowboy hats in addition to crab ears.

iv. Entertainment options are being discussed.

v. Special theme-appropriate auction items.

h. Procurement letters will be sent after Thanksgiving.

i. Ticket sales – still being negotiated with IHS office.

j. Tickets need to be ordered. 
11.  Communications Report: Kathie Goldberg
a. Following an email blast that Tanya Canino sent out with information about community events, a parent complained about the publicizing of an IB fundraising event.  Kathie recommended to Tanya that she precede her emails with a disclaimer that event information is sent out to inform our readers but do not indicate Boosters support.  In addition, it was pointed out that this particular event had school support as it was also publicized with a phone call to all student homes AND that IB is a district and school-mandated program now.
12. Incline Star Follies Report: Kathie Goldberg

a. Student application forms will be available (most likely via Aaron Parsons) to all students shortly after Thanksgiving.  It is important to turn the form in by the deadline to be considered.

b. Seniors are given preference, followed by juniors, sophomores, and then freshman.  Students that have not participated previously are given preference within each group.

c. Rehearsals will start 1/31/11 for students, 2/7/11 for everyone else.

d. Show dates are 4/1/11 and 4/2/11.

13. New Business: Cora Kilcoyne, Americorps Volunteer with IVGID

a. Again gave information on the Youth Advisory Council.

a. LTC Iractabal provided a money request for $681.45 that encompasses several items needed.  All items fall within the Boosters mission.  Carolyn Smith made a motion that this expense be taken out of the $1000 budgeted for ROTC, Denise Hooker seconded the motion, and the motion was carried unanimously
